Should more than one applicant be deemed equally eligible, the permanent resident of the
Southwest Section (Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana, Oklahoma, Texas, Mississippi, Alabama,
Georgia, Tennessee, North and South Carolina, and the border states of Mexico) will be selected.
6. Should more than one applicant remain equally eligible after the above criteria are considered,
the applicants may be asked to supply additional information.
